You have entered a 60-credit hour program . Since all courses are not offered all semesters, it will be important to carefully map 
out your tentative plan of study. There are also required and recommended sequences for coursework. 
 
Sequence 1 HCE 620, 621, 622 before 690 
Sequence 2 HCE 626 before 627; 627 after HCE 690 
Sequence 3 EDU 600, and HCE 604, 605, 620, 621, 626, HRD 664, 668 must be taken prior to the  

Comprehensive Exam (CPCE) 
Sequence 4 Passing the CPCE exam and all required courses (except HCE 627) are necessary before internship  
Sequence 5 HCE 609 must be taken before HCE 607

HCE 686 Internship in Counselor Education at two levels (sign up prior to the start of the previous semester) 
 
Three electives to be taken at any time with the permission of your advisor. One elective will need to be an exceptionality 
course if you have not had one.
